	To impose such disciplinary action as the Committee thinks fit on any member acting in a manner prejudicial or detrimental to the interest of the Association, such action must include an opportunity for the member to be heard; an aggrieved member may appeal to the Annual General meeting following next after such action has been taken. The decision of the members at the Annual General meeting shall be final. Such disciplinary action as imposed by the Committee shall include where appropriate the suspension of a member from membership in the Association for a minimum period of three years or a term to be decided by the Committee.

	To impose such disciplinary action as the Committee thinks fit on any member acting in a manner prejudicial or detrimental to the interest of the Association, such action must include an opportunity for the member to be heard; an aggrieved member may appeal to the Annual General meeting following next after such action has been taken. The decision of the members at the Annual General meeting shall be final. Such disciplinary action as imposed by the Committee shall include where appropriate the suspension or termination depending on the severity of the incident or action. Suspension, of a member from membership in the Association, if imposed should be for a minimum period of three years or a term to be decided by the Committee.
